ach morning, as we conclude the Shema at Shacharit, the very next word

we say, after acknowledging that HaShem, our G-d is ‘true’, proclaims

‘V'yatziv’ that He is ‘firm’, which we can also understand to mean

‘consistent’. Consistency is an essential aspect of our service of HaShem.
Our contemporary morning and afternoon services in many ways correspond to
and follow the template of the ‘Tamid’ offering brought morning and afternoon
in Temple times. Tamid means ‘continual’ and these offerings represented the
inestimable value of consistent and accurate Divine service.

Throughout our history Am Yisrael has retained a remarkable consistency in
terms of the ‘big picture’ of Divine service. Shabbat, Kashrut, Mikvah, Tefillin are
universal themes and practices amongst all Torah observant Jews. Yet in their very
finest detail and ‘Minhag’ (customary practice), as the Gemarah (Chullin 57a) so
beautifully puts it, ‘w1 X113 X771, the intricacies of Jewish religious practice
vary, just like a river flows and may sub-divide into many different channels. The
Matteh Ephraim (1762 — 1828) famously states that ‘Minhag Yisrael is (like) Torah
itself’. Each Community needs to be true to its origins, its customs and to its unique
very best way of sincerely and meaningfully engaging with HaShem.

Hendon United Synagogue, Raleigh Close, is a Community with a rich and long-
established tradition and heritage. Mostly rooted in the ‘Minhag Polin’-derived-
‘Minhag Anglia’ of the United Synagogue as a whole, our Shul’s Minhagim
nevertheless do also have a unique flavour and context of their own.

Maurice Brodie davened at Hendon Shul for over sixty years, acting as Gabbai on
many occasions at different Services throughout that time. As a result, he has the
wide experience and knowledge necessary to collate the material relevant to this
publication. Maurice and Lilian have dedicated this work to the memory of their
beloved daughter Debra Persey a”’h who is so fondly remembered by all who knew
her in Hendon and elsewhere. We are indebted to Maurice for enabling us and future
HUS members, to thereby retain a living and meaningful connection to our very own
Minhagim.
